THEME: This book records the spread of Christianity from the ascension of Jesus to the imprisonment of the Apostle Paul under house arrest in Rome just before the persecution under Nero in A.D. 64.   In this study “The Apostle Peter in the Acts of the Apostles” the coverage is Acts Chapters 1-12.
DIVISIONS of the Acts of the Apostles:

Acts chapters 1&2 -----------Preparation

Acts chapters 2-7 ------------ Preaching at Jerusalem

Acts chapters 8:1-25 ---------Preaching to Judaea and Samaria

Acts chapters 8:25-28:31---- Preaching to the ends of the earth.

ACT 1:8 But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.  

ACT 28:31 Preaching the kingdom of God, and teaching those things which concern the Lord Jesus Christ, with all confidence, no man forbidding him.
